2. The Awards are open to all businesses based within East Suffolk and are free to enter, check the Map.
3. Entries must be electronic and in one single document in either Microsoft Word or PDF format.
4. Entrants can find the criteria online at www.suffolkchamber.co.uk/awards and on the respective category page.
5. Entrants must be authorised to enter their organisation/a person.
6. Entrants should keep to the word count as best as possible. 
7. Supporting information should be included with the entry form, these can be tables, pictures, graphs (a maximum of 5 in total). 
8. All entries will be acknowledged when received. All entries are treated as confidential and entry forms will become the property of the Suffolk Chamber of Commerce. These will be shared with the judges of the awards. Entries will not be returned.
9. The judges’ decision is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.
10. Judges reserve the right to audit any information supplied.
11. The Suffolk Chamber of Commerce reserves the right to withdraw an award from any applicant supplying false information within their entry.
12. No employee of Suffolk Chamber of Commerce shall be entitled to enter.
13. Award winners will be announced at the Suffolk Chamber Business Awards Gala Evening ceremony taking place on Thursday 5 November 2026. All finalists must be available to attend the evening.
14. There will be two finalists for each category, each will be given one complimentary ticket to our awards gala evening.  If you are a finalist in more than one category, a maximum of two tickets will be given. Additional tickets will be available to purchase.
15. By registering and completing an entry form for the awards you are agreeing to these terms and conditions.

Judging

1. Each category will be judged by the award sponsor.
2. All entries received by the deadline will be judged and a final shortlist will be drawn up.
3. It is anticipated that two finalists will be shortlisted in each category.
4. All shortlisted will be notified prior to the ceremony by the Suffolk Chamber of Commerce and further information may be requested for the ceremony.
